Petition to help unite legal immigrants with their spouse and small children
We, the undersigned, request honorable Senators and Representatives of the United States to introduce and support legislation to unite immediate families of legal immigrants.

Under the current law, a Green Card holder is allowed to apply for an immigrant visa on behalf of his/her foreign resident spouse and unmarried, minor children. However, the Immigration Department takes over 5 years to complete this process, during which time the beneficiary is forced to live outside the US. During this long wait, spouses and children are not allowed to enter the U.S., even for a brief visit.  The Green Card holder, on the other hand, must reside predominantly in the U.S or risk violating the law.  

We request you to create a mechanism under which spouses and children of legal immigrants can live in the United States. Spouses and children of all temporary visa holders (such as H1, F1, L1) are allowed to enter and live in the US without any delay. We urge you to end this discriminatory nature of immigration laws and treat legal immigrants fairly and impartially. We request you to uphold American family values and help save families of hardworking, taxpaying, law-abiding legal immigrants.

Who are legal immigrants (Green Card holders)?

· Legal immigrants are law-abiding, taxpaying, hardworking, lawfully admitted immigrants.  They waited in line for years and legally immigrated to the U.S. They are an integral part of our society and they continue to contribute to our economy and social security.

What is the issue?

· Spouses and young children of legal immigrants are forced to wait outside US for over 5 years.

· A father forced to live far away from his infant, a newlywed couple separated by a continent, a child without the care and attention of a parent – this is the story of today’s legal immigrants. 

· US Immigration Department is unable to issue even a one-month tourist visa to spouses of legal immigrants. Our immigration law thus ensures family separation.

· Even temporary guest workers are allowed to bring spouses and children to the US without any delay where as legal immigrants are forced to wait for years. 

· This petition is to correct this unfair practice followed by our immigration laws.

What are we asking for?

· We are requesting lawmakers to bring in a mechanism under which legal immigrants can live in the US with their spouses and young children.

· Our plea is limited to uniting legal immigrants with their spouses and unmarried, minor children only.

· We are requesting lawmakers to uphold American family values and ensure that families remain as the cornerstone of our society.

· W are requesting lawmakers to help American economy save billions of dollars by effectively discouraging immigrants from transferring savings overseas to support their families.
